The BYA6 credit test, from December 2007 onwards, counts towards this exam. If you have done it and are happy with your grade, you don’t need to do the grammar/vocabulary part of the test. Instead, you may simply write your BYA6 result (out of 20) on the top of the grammar/vocabulary paper and the month and year when you did it. The examiner will check if the result you wrote is correct.  

The speaking exam MAY take place during the written part of the test. If this happens, you should cover your answer paper and leave the room quietly when called.
If there isn’t time to interview you during the exam then you will finish after 1 hour 45 minutes and wait outside in the corridor for your speaking test. 

Students who find the material easy, or who have already done the grammar/vocabulary part with BYA6, should go for the speaking test first so they don’t have to wait.

The exam lasts for a maximum of 2 hours for people who take the speaking test during the exam. If you finish early you may leave, returning both the answer paper and the question paper to the examiner. Please inform them if you have written on the question paper by mistake. You should check your paper carefully before you hand it in.
